Only be strong and very courageous; be careful to 
do according to all the law which Moses My servant 
commanded you; do not turn from it to the right or to the 
left, so that you may have success wherever you go.  This 
book of the law shall not depart from your mouth, but you 
shall meditate on it day and night, so that you may be 
careful to do according to all that is written in it; for then 
you will make your way prosperous, and then you will 
have success.  Have I not commanded you? Be strong and 
courageous! Do not tremble or be dismayed, for the Lord

Events in the life of Joshua #2 



Now it came about when all the kings of the Amorites who were 
beyond the Jordan to the west, and all the kings of the Canaanites who 
were by the sea, heard how the Lord had dried up the waters of the 
Jordan before the sons of Israel until they had crossed, that their hearts 
melted, and there was no spirit in them any longer because of the sons 
of Israel.  At ǘƘŀǘ ǘƛƳŜ ǘƘŜ [ƻǊŘ ǎŀƛŘ ǘƻ WƻǎƘǳŀΣ άaŀƪŜ ŦƻǊ ȅƻǳǊǎŜƭŦ Ŧƭƛƴǘ 
knives and circumcise again the sons of Israel the second timeΦέ  {ƻ 
Joshua made himself flint knives and circumcised the sons of Israel at 
Gibeath-haaraloth.  This is the reason why Joshua circumcised them: all 
the people who came out of Egypt who were males, all the men of war, 
died in the wilderness along the way after they came out of Egypt.  For 
all the people who came out were circumcised, but all the people 
who were born in the wilderness along the way as they came out of 
Egypt had not been circumcised.  For the sons of Israel walked forty 
years in the wilderness, until all the nation, that is, the men of war who 
came out of Egypt, perished because they did not listen to the voice of 
the Lord, to whom the Lord had sworn that He would not let them see 
the land which the Lord had sworn to their fathers to give us, a land  
flowing with milk and honey.  Joshua 5:1-6 



Their children whom He raised up in their place, Joshua 
circumcised; for they were uncircumcised, because they had 
not circumcised them along the way.  Now when they had 
finished circumcising all the nation, they remained in their 
places in the camp until they were healed.  Then the Lord

this day.  While the sons of Israel camped at Gilgal they 
observed the Passover on the evening of the fourteenth day 
of the month on the desert plains of Jericho.  On the day 
after the Passover, on that very day, they ate some of the 
produce of the land, unleavened cakes and parched grain.  
The manna ceased on the day after they had eaten some of 
the produce of the land, so that the sons of Israel no longer 
had manna, but they ate some of the yield of the land of 
Canaan during that year.  Joshua 5:7-12 



Israelites enter the Promised Land in Joshua 5:9 at Gilgal  
Gilgal is not a geographical location 

Gilgal appears in multiple locations 

ÅJoshua 5:9 (crossing of the Jordan River near Jericho) 

ÅDeuteronomy 11:29-30 (near Elon Moreh/Shechem) 

ÅJoshua 15:17 (border of tribes of Judah & Benjamin, near village of Maale Adumim) 

*All were places of worship 

 

Gilgal ƛǎ ŀ ŦǳƴŎǘƛƻƴ ƴƻǘ ŀ ƎŜƻƎǊŀǇƘƛŎŀƭ ǇƭŀŎŜΧ ƛǘ ƛǎ ǿƘŜǊŜ ȅƻǳ ƎŜǘ ƻǊƎŀƴƛȊŜŘ  
before going to battle (1 Samuel 13:4), where you sacrifice and worship God  
(1 Samuel 13:12), and where you crown a king (1 Samuel 11:14). 

 

This is the way the Israelites settled the Promised Land 

The Gilgals were built to remind the Jews and non-Jews that God is in control

wherever the Jews placed their foot would be theirs, a claim of ownership.
