Yom Kippur/Day of Atonement

AYom Kippur, the Day of Atonement, is the holigay ofthe Jewish year. Yom Kippur
concludes the Ten Days of Awe that begin with Rosh HasHl#lslinYear). Like Rosh
Hashanah, Yom Kippur is a prospective holiday, viieapleprepare for the year ahead
through fasting, penitence and confession.

AYomKippur required action from both the high priest and the peapthe high priest was
to make atonement through sacrifice, and the people for their part were to practice self
denial and refrain from work. Thus, all Israelites had to do their part during this collect
Day of Atonement.

ABy Go@ commandment, the high priest followed a specific protocol on Yom Kippur. He
bathed and dressed in white lingg@arments an act of purification, before entering the Hol
of Holies. There the high priest made two sin offerings: a bull for his house and a goat
the people.

A The Hebrews were instructed from Exodus through Ezekiel that the priests must make atone
their behalf for their sins, committed unintentionally or unknowingly (Leviticus3%)1 These
sacrifices were made on a daily basis as sin offerings and guilt offerings.

A Once a year, on the tenth of Tishthe high priest was to take two perfect animals, initially goats.

other goat, after ceremonially having the sins of the whole nation transferred to it, was sent ou
the camp to die.

The sacrificial system only worked if the people were willing to give up their sins, to cast off the
rebellious hearts and selfish ways so they could be transferred to the animal killed and to the
scapegoat. The high priest could go through the motions, but it was the faith and commitment
