ABut the real heyday came around 2,000 B.C., when Ur dominated southern Mesopotan
after the fall of the Akkadian Empire. The sprawling city was home to more than 60,00C
people, and included quarters for foreigners as well as large factories producing wool
clothes and carpets exported abroad. Traders from India and the Persian Gulf crowded
busy wharves, and caravans arrived regularly from what is now northern Iraq and Turke
